Each entry
includes a short descriptive essay, but better known landmarks get more substantial treatment. The essays present both
architectural and historical contexts. Since Annapolisisatown on awalkable scale, the building selection is
comprehensive. All of Annapolis large colonial townhouses are well represented. There are only afew nice black
white photographs, and maps are purely functional.For those of you who are not familiar with Annapolis, or know it
simply as the seat of the United States Naval Academy, you will be properly introduced with this book. Of course, the
author assumes that you will have someinterest in architectural history, which isthe real feature of Maryland'slittle
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capital city. After the American Revolution, economic development shifted away from Annapolis to Baltimore, and
left the wealthy, conservative little colonial port in aremarkable state of preservation.
